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What® happening in Middle School Science

6th grade

On October 17th the 6th grade classes took a field trip to Penobscot Park. Each student
group followed an investigation protocol, to search a one-meter square for crabs. The
student groups then identified the species of the crabs they found. The data the classes
collected was submitted to the Gulf of Maine Research Institute as part of their Intertidal
Crab Project. This project is an example of Community Science focused on invasive crab
species in the Gulf of Maine. Community Science (sometimes referred to as “Citizen
Science™) asks students or other volunteers to help collect data for scientific research. A
special thanks to Amelia Grant for helping out on a cold and damp field trip.

This is the third year that the LCS 6th grade has participated in this project. Interestingly,
this year was note-worthy for the large number of very tiny crabs found by students. This
past Wednesday, some of the 6th graders participated in a Zoom meeting and shared this
finding with other participating schools and the project organizers.

In the weeks since our field trip, the 6th grade classes have spent some time working with
CODAP (the Common Online Data Analysis Platform) to investigate the data they
collected and compare it to both past years at Penobscot Park as well as the data that was
found by other student groups along the Maine and New Hampshire coast. The classes
discovered that the data from the LCS field trips suggest Asian shore crabs are on the rise at
Penobscot Park while the population of green crabs is pretty consistent.

The 6th graders also worked to create final projects to share with some portion of the
school or community. One of the 6th grade classes presented a slideshow to Mr.
Blackman’s fifth grade class. Pairs of students also presented to the Kindergarten, 1st, 2nd,
3rd, and 4th grade classrooms. It was great to see the array of project choices developed by
the 6th graders. A pair of students will also be presenting to the School Committee at their
December meeting.

Maine Bioscience Day:

All middle school classes participated in Maine Bioscience Day. ME Bioscience Day is a statewide event that aims to get middle school students
excited about science and inform them of the opportunities that exist in Maine for science related careers. This is the third year that LCS has
participated in Maine Bioscience Day.

Students were shown three short video interviews with scientists currently working in Maine. This year the videos featured scientists from the
University of Maine, The Jackson Laboratory, and MedRhythms. (If your child missed this day or you would like to view the videos yourself, they
can be viewed here: https://biomaine.org/me-bioscience-day-videos/) Classes also completed a hands-on demonstration focused on protein
channels. Protein channels are embedded in cell membranes. These channels control what enters and exits a cell. Malfunctioning protein channels are

the cause of some human diseases.
