Make sure to check the college campuses you have applied to
(or want to apply to in the future) to see if they have
scholarships you can apply for now. EXAMPLE: Most CSU
campuses, like Sonoma and Chico, have scholarships
incoming freshmen can apply to when they are still in high
school. You often have to apply BEFORE you even know if
you'e been accepted!
Use a tool, like Naviance's Scholarship List, to find individual
scholarships locally and nationally. Most sources advise
starting with local scholarships, then regional, and then
national. Make sure you pay attention to due dates!
